English

carefully sequencing the story, they worked together to build exciting sentences about the
adwyentures of the Yeti and the hird.

Maths

In Maths, the children have been learning about height and length through lots of practical, hands-
on activities. They have enjoyed comparing and measuring different ochjects around the classroom,
using vocabulary such as taller shorter, longer, and longest with growing confidence. The children
hanve also bheen practising how to use a ruler carefully, learning to measure ohjects in centimetres
and to start at zero to ensure accurate results. Through exploring real-life examples and using
tools like cubes and rulers, they are demeloping a strong understanding of how to measure
precisely. It has heen lowvely to see their enthusicsm as they inyvestigate discuss, and
problem-solyve using their new measuring skills.

Science

This week in science we have rewvisited our topic Animals Including Humans. The children hanve
explored the features of different animals, looking closely at both pets and wild animals. They
learned how these animals mowrve, eat, and beharve, and discussed the characteristics that help us
identify and group them. Through hands-on activities, sorting tasks, and lively discussions, the
children have deepened their understanding of how animals differ and what they need to stay
hzaith%.

Geography

In geography the children harve heen exploring where hot and cold places are on the globe and
learning about the equator. The children have enjoyed using maps and globhes to identify countries
writh wrarmer climates near the equator and those writh colder climates %urthzr aw-ay. Thrcugh
discussion and hands-on actirvities, they are beginning to understand how the equator affects
temperature and weather in di}}zrzni parts ﬂ,j; the world.

In History we harve learned about Sir Darvid Attenborough and the important work he does. The
children discosvered how he has spent many years exploring our planet and teaching people about
animals, habitats, and the natural world through his documentaries. They were fascinated to learn
