Science

explored the features of different animals, looking closely at both pets and wild animals. They
learned how these animals mowre eat, and behanve, and discussed the characteristics that help us
identify and group them. Through hands-on activities, sorting tasks, and lively discussions, the
children have deepened their understanding of how animals differ and what they need to stay
hz,al.i:hxé.

Geography
