I would like to welcome pupils, parents and carers to Tiger newsletter! The children have settled so well into their 
new class and are already making great progress. I am amazed by the children’s recognition of number and place 
value to 10. The children in Tiger class also have a love for reading, which is shown in our English lessons when we 
have introduced to our new book ‘Cave Baby’. In class and around the school environment, we continue to remind 
children of our important school values, ‘be respectful, be responsible and be safe.’ Have a lovely weekend and 
please do not hesitate to contact me if you need any support.  

English 
The last few weeks, we have introduced to our book ‘Cave Baby’ by Julia Donaldson. The children have been doing 
fantastic writing around this book. Our new non-fiction book we will be reading next week is ‘Sidney Stella and the 
Moon’ by Emma Yarlett. We will be learning about statements, predictions, questions and homophones and the 
children will use them to write a fact file.  
Maths 
In Maths, we have moved onto our topic of addition and subtraction. The children are using part-whole models, 
the crossing out method and number lines to add and subtract two numbers.  
Science 
In Science, our unit this half term is on Seasons, weather and day and night.  We will be exploring the four seasons 
and what the weather is like in each season and why day becomes night.  
 
Geography 
Our Geography topic for this half term is on continents and oceans/ countries and capital cities of the UK. The 
children will name and explore maps to locate the 7 continents, 5 oceans and the 4 countries and their capital 
cities in the UK.  
 
History 
In history, our unit is on changes in living memory with a focus on chronology. The children are learning about how 
they have grown, what is in their local community and looking back what the shops were like in the past.  
 
PSHE 
In PSHE, we are enjoying the Jigsaw unit Being Me in My World. We have been thinking about how we can feel 
safe in school and reasons we may feel proud of ourselves. 
 
Computing  
In computing, we are learning how to log into our Purple Mash accounts, how to save and complete work set.  
 
Art 
In Art, the children are exploring art by Wassilly Kandinsky. We have explored the difference between abstract and 
realist art and the use of shapes and colours that Kandinsky uses in his artwork. The children created their own 
Kandinsky inspired artwork by using rulers to create lines and different shapes to colour in.  
 
Music 
In Music, we will be completing the unit, Hey You! We have been looking at finding the pulse to the music.  
 
PE 
The children are working on their balance and coordination through gymnastics. In dance the children are using 
actions and expressions to create dance performance to music.
